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The purposes of this research were to study the relationships between materialistic values,
overall life satisfaction, and satisfaction of five subdomains of life: job, family life, social life, standard
of living, and physical health, and to compare the differences of materialistic values and overall life
satisfaction of Santi Asoke religious practitioners, Rotary club members, and general employees of
A large organization = Bangkok metropolis.

Findings are as follow:

1. Materialistic values have significant negative linear correlations with overall life satisfaction
(r=-.22, pc.001), job satisfaction (r =-.17, p< .001), social life satisfaction (r= -.16, p- .001), standard of
living satisfaction (r =-.39, p< .001), and physical health satisfaction (r= -.22, p< .001), but has no
relationship with family life satisfaction (r = -.08).

2. Santi Asoke religious practitioners have significantly lowest score in materialistic values
comparing to the Rotary club members (pc.001), and general employees of a large organization
(pc.001), which are not different from each other.

3. Santi Asoke religious practitioners do not differ from Rotary club members and general
employees of a large organization  overall life satisfaction, and Rotary club members have significantly
higher score in overall life satisfaction than general employees of a large organization (p=.001).

4. Job satisfaction, family life satisfaction, social life satisfaction, standard of living satisfaction,
and physical health satisfaction, together, can predict overall life satisfaction significantly (F- 37.395,
pc .001).

5. high-materialistic values group, correlation coefficient between standard of living and
overall life satisfaction do not differ from one in low-materialistic values group, and standard of living
satisfaction has the highest regression coefficient (/? = 0.50, pc .001), comparing to job satisfaction
(/? = 0.13), family life satisfaction (/? = 0.04), social life satisfaction (p = 0.04), and physical health

satisfaction (/? = 0.11) in the prediction of overall life satisfaction in high-materialistic values group.
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
