Robert Peary. Peary, however, was to succeed.
During his early trip to the Arctic, he met and made friends with many of
the Eskimos, from whom he learned how to survive in that wild area He
5 copied their fishing methods and discovered the value of sled dogs and the
Eskimo igloo.
Peary’s early attempts were hampered by lack of a suitable ship. At last
Peary had a ship, the Roosevelt, built to his own specifications.
