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This research was to study various factors that were related to juvenile delinquency
such as attachment to parents, attachment to other delinquents , economic condition, characteristics of
habitat and the influence of mass media. The researcher also studied juvenile delinquency at the
Training School for Boys (Ban Karuna) and the Sirindhom Vocational Training School. Data were
collected by questionnaires (reliability=0.95) using quota-sample. Total sample included 300 boys from
both instioitions(150 boys from each institution). In this research, the data was analyzied by using
percentage distribution, mean and standard deviation. Additionally, Chi-square was used to test whether
or not the factors mentioned above were related to juvenile delinquency. Finally, Gamma was used to

find the significant level of the relationships between independent and dependent variables.

The finding of the research were that four factors related to juvenile delinquency,
attachment to parents, attachment to delinquent juveniles, economic conditions, and the characteristics
of habitats.  The influence of mass media was not related to juvenile delinquency (significant
level=0.05). The most committed crime by the sample was property crime (133 juveniles, 44.3%),
followed by dealing with drugs (113 juveniles, 37.7%) and crime concerning life and bodily harm (37

juveniles. 10.3%). The least commited crime was sexual crime (23 juveniles, 7.7%).
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
