This study is designed to analyze Halal food exporting from Thailand to three Middle East Countries: United
Arab Emirates, Saudi Arabia and Kuwait, particularly on import of frozen chicken by these three countries. The study
examines demand for imported frozen chicken from Thailand and other competitors and analyses factors affecting
demand for imported frozen chicken as well as instability in the export of Thai frozen chicken to the three countries and
forecast the market share of Thai frozen chicken in these three countries based on the past data.

The analysis on relative demand for imported frozen chicken from Thailand and competitors countries in the
three countries reveals that there are many factors affecting demand for imported frozen chicken, each one shows
different meaning in different countries.  UAE there are several factors affecting demand for imported frozen chicken
: relative price of frozen chicken imported from Thailand and competitor countries, national income of UAE, prices of
imported heef and mutton by UAE, as well as change  local comsumer's taste. ~ Saudi Arabia, the factors affecting
demand for frozen chicken imported from Thailand and other countries are relative price of frozen chicken imported
from Thailand and competitor countries, national income of Saudi Arabia, prices of other meat imported by Saudi
Arabia and number of population in Saudi Arabia.  the case of Kuwait, the factors are relative price of frozen chicken
imported from Thailand and competitor countries, national income of Kuwait, prices of other meat imported by Kuwait,
and the number of population in Kuwait, as well as a dummy variable that represent the situation after the Persian Gulf
War.

With regard to the analysis on instibility of export of Thai frozen chicken to these three Middle East
Countries, ft is found that the instability of Thai frozen chicken exported to UAE and Kuwait was due to change in
demand while the supply is elastic and stable. The measure to keep stability in demand is to negotiate with importers
for forward market contract.  the case of Saudi Arabia, the instability of Thai frozen chicken was due to change in
supply while the demand is elastic and stable. The policy to maintain stability is to create sufficient export of Thai
frozen chicken to the country. The trend of export for Thai frozen chicken to the Middle East countries is still increasing.
The forecaste of demand for Thai frozen chicken in the three Middle East Countries between 1996-2000 show that
Thailand would be able to increase its market share in UAE and Kuwait throughout the forecasting period 1996-2000
while Thailand would be losing its market share in Saudi Arabia between 1996-1999 but the share would be able
pick up in2000.  sum, if Thai exporters understand the pattern of demand and modify its processed chicken
products to satisfy the need of importers in these three countries, Thai frozen chicken would be able to
expand the market share and earmn more foriegn currencies.
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
