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The objectives of this study were (1) to analyze the equality of the distribution of financial resources
for the lower secondary education,(2) to determine factors relating inequality of the distribution of financial
resources, and (3) to propose alternatives for the distribution of financial resources. Data for analysis came from
3sources: (1) the sample selected from 12 educational areas by the stratified random sampling method consists
of 214 schools under jurisdiction of Office of National Primary Education Commission (ONPEC) and 27 schools
from the Department of General Education, 12 schools from The Department of Interior (2) 39 research on
educational finance during 1977-1997, and (3) opinions from 43 experts. Data were then analyzed by
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, correlation, coefficient of variation, Gini coefficient, and Lorenz
Curve. The findings were as follows:

1) There was a significant inequality in the distribution of financial resources for the lower
secondary schools for the whole country, by department, by regions, and by areas.

2) Factors related to the inequality distribution of financial resources are school location and the
jurisdiction of schools

3) Alternatives for the distribution of financial resources is to refinance toward equality especially
the schools under the jurisdiction of the Department of General Education, and the Department of Interior, the
schools inthe northeast region, and the schools in the educational region 2, 4, 5,8, 9, land 12.
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
