The purposes of this  researcli were to study personal factors, informetion  exposure  behaviors,
sex education from quardians, institutional environment and perceived safe sex behaviors, to explore the relationships
between personal factors, informetion exposure behaviors, sex education from quardians, intitutional - environment, and
perceived safe sex benaviors and to examine the variables that predicted the perceived safe sex behaviors. Stbjects were
334 nursing  students, governmental nursing - institutes,  Bangkok - metropolis, selected by stratified random sampling
technioue. Deta were collected using 5 instruments: demographic céta form, information exposure behaviors, sex education
from guerdians, institutional environment and perceived safe sex behaviors: questionnaires. The questionnaires were tested
for content validity by parel of experts. Alpha Cronbach reliability coefficients were .86, .96, .86 and .84 respectively.
The cata were analyzed by using Pearson’ - prodct moment correlation and stepwise multiple regression & the
significant level of (6.

The mejor findings were as follows :

1 Perceived safe sex behaviors and  intitutional environment were & high level ( X=43L ad 3%
respectively). Information exposure behaviors and sex- education from guardians were & moderate level ( X=250 and
329 respectively).

2 Class level and stucents' living were not significantly correlated with perceived safe sex behaviors & the

3 Initutional environment, physical institutional environment, psychosocial intitutional environment and sex
education from quardians were positively correlated with perceived safe sex behaviors at the .05 level

4. Psychosocial intitutional environment, age, staying in nursing institute dormitory, sex education from
quardians, - information exposure behaviors from person and third year were the factors that significantly precicted
perceived safe sex behaviors a the level of .05. These predictive wes power & 129 % (R2=.129) of the variance,
The predicted equation in standard score form can be stated as follow:

Perceived safe sex behaviors of nursing students =.206 (psychosocial - intitutional - environment) + 204 (age)
-125 (staying in nursing institute dormitory) +,177 (sex education from guardians) - .142 (informetion exposure behaviors
from person) -.188 (third year) .
