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|The purpose of this research was to study state and problems”of Pali
Acclessiajstical Education in central area academies. Documentary and survey research
were useld in the study. Questionnaires, interviews and observation were used as the
instruments for the survey research.

jThe research revealed that Pali Acclessiastical Education began in 1941. It was
derived fijom the study of the Traipitaka and Pali. The first goal was to lead the Buddhist
monks to! understand Pali so that they can read the Traipitaka. The second goal was to
give the Buddhist monks a basic education which was essential for further education. The
profile of icurriculum in view of administrators and students was proper and covers the goal
of the Pali Acclessiastical Education, but in the teacher’ were point of view the content is
not modejrn and is not in agreement with globalization. The administration, in view of
administrators and teachers, was clearly planned. However, it was found that the
administrators thaught that the budget is insufficient and most of the budget comes from
the Department of Religion. Nevertheless, view of the administrators, teachers and
students;| teachers and classrooms were sufficient. As for learning and teaching, the
administrators and teachers thaught that most teachers take part in the learning and
teaching Activities. The method of teaching used most by teachers were explaination and
note-takifig by students. Besides, in view of the administrators and teacher, instruments
were indelquate. The administrators and teachers thaoght that measurement and evaluation
are done jboth with teachers and taking the Pali Sanam Luang examination.

I As for the problems of this education, it was found that, for students, the
content ¢jf Pali subject is difficult. For the teachers, the budget was insufficient and
thegoverrjment agencies did not give enough monetary support. view of both students
and teachers, the big problem was that this education emphasizes on learning by
memorization. For the administrators and teachers, the problem was that people do not
realize thé importance and benefit of Pali Acclessiastical Education. While adminis-trators,
teachers land students thaoght that the most serious problem is that there were some
students )|vho fail the examination.

j Finally, the needs of student was that most of students want to further their
study in Universities, to study in technical fields such as computers and language, and

want to farther their study in the University of Buddhist monks respectively.
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
