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This thesis has two objectives which are to study the relationship between peace concepts and literature, and
to analyze peace concepts in short stories by authors of “Kabotsantiphap” Group which consists of three authors: Sriburapa
(Kulab Saipradit), Isara Anantakul and Kulit Inthusak (Asanee Polchan). The published short stories between 1956-1966 are

the thesis’s case study.

The study shows that human conflicts are general phenomenon. Therefore, peace theorists do not consider
conflicts harmful to peace. On the contrary, in their opinion, peace can be achieved by non-violent actions. In order to study
peace concepts in these short stones, Gene Sharp’s theory of peace resolutions by Non-violent Action, is applied. The study
makes clear that the authors of “Kabotsantiphap” Group present in their works, 5 ways of peace solutions of Gene Sharp’s
Non-violent Action theory. These are Non-violent Revolution, Selective Non-violence, Moral Resistance, Active
Reconciliation, and Non-resistance. However, Khandi’s Satayakraha, conflict resolutions excluding violent action of all

kinds, has not been found in the case study.

Moreover, the relationship between social context during 1956-1966 A.D. and the short stories has been
found. These short stories express characteristics of social concerns, and social criticism. Besides, their tone shows a
resistance to the government’s policies. Consequently, the authors were arrested. Furthermore, many kinds of violence have
been presented in the works including Structural Violence; and a campaign for better society or Positive Peace in Johan

Galtung’s Peace Theory is also introduced; which is not only to stop wars, but also to aim for social welfare.
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
