Structural violence has the effect of denying people important rights such as
economic opportunity, social and political equality, a sense of fulfillment and self -
worth, and so on. When people starve to death, or even go hungry, a kind of violence
Is taking place.  Similarly, when human beings suffer from disease that are
preventable, when they are denied a decent education, housing, an opportunity to play,
to grow to work, to raise a family, to express themselves freely, to organize peacefully,
or to participate in their own governance, a kind of violence is occurring, even if
bullets or clubs are not used. Society brings violence upon human rights and dignity
when if forcibly stunts the optimum development of each human being whether
because of race, religion, sex, sexual preference, age, or whether. Structural violence is
another way of identifying oppression and oppression is widespread.  (David p.
