Firstly, the persistency of Race. No matter where he lives or
what nationality he adopts for the sake of convenience, the
Chinaman always remains a Chinaman...

..Again like the Jews,the Chinese refuse to consider that
they have any moral obligation towards the land of their
residence and never hecomes areal citizen. They share the

benefits of citizenship as a matter of course, they regard it

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as a right to receive equal protection to the natives of the
country...

.. The Chinaman' money-making instinct is without a doubt
every bit as acute as the Jews

..The reasons for the Chinaman's success in the money-
making game are many’ and most of them the same as
those which contribute to the Jew's success in the same
line.

With the Chinaman, money is the Be-all and End-all, and he
will do anything for the sake of money. Itis only in China that
men could be found willing to sell their lives for money, for it
is well-known fhat rich criminals could hire beggars to he
executed in their stead, a thing that could not be done
anywhere else.%
