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Industrial expansion in the Phra Khanong district, in south-eastern
Bangkok, is becoming increasingly significant as many businesses require more
and more Sﬁace and when site has been selected it is very difficult to move.
However, there are environmental considerations which cannot be overlooked and
which impose constraints on such expansion. A knowledge of the factors
influencing the location of industrial premises would therefore be of help
in planning efforts.

An empirical survey was conducted of 1,303 firms, with seven or more
employees, of all Khwangs in the Phra Kh,anong district. ~ Aquestionnaire was
Brepar.ed for 400 selected firms to identify the physical, economic, social and
ehavioral components governing the selection of location.

The results of the study revealed that the three concepts on which the
study was hased were, in order of importance, urbanisation economies,
localisation economies and footloose location. Factors influencing these
concepts included transportation, labour, infrastructure, finance, market, raw
materials, land prices, old businesses, proximity to family, personal reasons
and proximity to other businesses specialising in the same product. The
factors exertm% the greatest influence were found to be transportation,
market, raw materials supply, labour and land prices.

. Continﬁency tables and chi-square test were used for the analysis. It
IS suggested that if the Government wish to avoid traffic and other problems in
Bangkok it should consider factors which influencing location of industry.

Use can be made by planners in order to plan and develop industrial landuse.
