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Abstract

Purpose

1. To study the implementation situation of upper secondary
school French Language Curriculum B.E. 2524 in secondary schools
under the jurisdiction of the General Education Department in

Bangkok Metropolis.

2. To study the problems and recommendations for solving the
problems in implementing upper secondary school French Language
Curriculum B.E. 2524 in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of

the General Education Department in Bangkok Metropolis.

Procedures

The method  of this research was survey research. The
samples were 234 administrators and 160 French language teachers in 78

secondary schools offering French language program. Research



instrument was the questionnaire consisting of multiple-choices and

open-ended typeso
Findings

1. Status of the samples.

Most of the administrators were female, with bachelor
degrees and 6-10 years of administrative experiences. They were
heads of the foreign language department and used to attend workshops,

seminars on upper secondary school curriculum B.E. 2524,

Most of the French language teachers were female, aged
31-35 years old. Their educational background was bachelor degree
majoring in French. They had 10-15 years of experiences in teaching
French and used to attend workshops/seminars on Upper Secondary

School Curriculum B.E. 2524,

2. Implementing situation of upper secondary school French
Language Curriculum B.E. 2524 according to opinions and practices of
administrators and teachers.

2.1 In planning for curriculum implementation, most
schools formulated and explained the policies or administrative
guidelines of how to implement French Language Curriculum to the
involved personnel and teachers in order to enable them to perform

in accordance with curriculum aims and objectives.

2.2 In constructing lesson plans in most schools,
lesson plans were constructed by French language teachers working

together with other teachers in the same school cluster.

2.6 In curriculum administration and services, most
schools support financially in providing instructional media. Most
schools did not have language laboratory, so they solved the problem
by using tape recorder in regular classroom teaching. They also
provided co-curriculum activities and counselling services to
support students' studying French language.

2.7 In evaluation of implementing French language
curriculum of French language teachers, it was found out that most

of the heads of the

2.8 In supervision and follow-up of the implementation
of French Language Curriculum, most heads of the department played
important role in supervision. They mostly encourraged their teachers
to attend in-service training programs with a view to upgrade

instructional efficiency.

2.9 In teaching technique, most French language teachers
prepared themselves every time before, teaching. The techniques used

were lectured and role-playing.

2.10 In instructional supporting activities, most French
language teachers provided remedial teaching materials and arranged
instructional supporting activities in line with a variety of special

occasions as occurred in France.

2.11 In measurement and evaluation, most teachers used to
attend in-service training programs in measurement and evaluation.
The teachers' goal in measurement and evaluation was to improve

instruction.

3. Problem in implementing French language curriculum.

Most administrators and teachers faced the problems of
lack of materials in constructing lesson plans, lack of time in
constructing teaching materials and arranging activities,
insufficient instructional media for effective use by large number
of students, inappropriate classroom situation, difference of
student background, and inability of the teachers to implement

measurement and evaluation regularly.
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
