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This study was to develop the instructional model for general methods of teaching subject
emphasizing cases to enhance teacher students’ reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching, implement,
and evaluate the model. The specific objectives were 1) to compare teacher students' reflective thinking ability in
the science of teaching between an experimental group taught by the instructional model developed by the
researcher and a control group taught by a traditional instructional model 2) to compare the level of
development of teacher students’ reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching between the experimental
group taught by the instructional model developed by the researcher and the control group taught by a traditional
instructional model, and 3) to study the interaction between the instructional model and the level of basic ability

professional subjects of teacher students as affects their reflective thinking ability  the science of teaching.

The results of the research revealed that:

1 The post test’ reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching average score of the teacher
students in the experimental group is higher than the control group at the .05 level of significance. The effect size
was 1.70.

2. The average scores of reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching of the teacher students
in the experimental group are ail at lease in the Zeichner and Liston’ second level of reflectivity. The average
scores computed during the utilization of the 12 cases of the teacher students in the experimental group, are
98.88 percent at the second level of reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching, with 12.12 percent in the
third level of critical reflection. The study also found the reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching of the
experimental group have moved up higher than the reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching of the
control group.

3. There is no interaction between the instructional model and the level of basic ability in
professional subjects of teacher students. The instructional model is the sole variable that has an affect on the
teacher students' reflective thinking ability in the science of teaching at the .05 level of significance.

4. Most of the teacher students in the experimental group agreed to the using of the case method.
They indicate that case method provides them with more student centered role . The case method encourages
inquiry mind, and trains them in the searching processes for various alternatives, trains them in bridging theory
and principle to implementation in various social and ethical context. Further more most of the students express

much more satisfaction in using case method.
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
