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This study was to investigate the relationship between the demographic social-economic
and environmental characteristics of high school students and their knowledge of drugs as well as the
risk behavior inherent to it. The sample was taken from 590 high school students both in secondary and
occupational schools ,of both sexes in Suphan Buri Province. Data were collected by using the
questionnaire forms which were constructed after the research reviewed the related documents and
research papers on drugs covering the content that served the research objectives. Various concepts and
theories were taken to be the guideline-of this study and the pre-test questionnaire are also conducted.
The statistical method used to analyze the data was technique of multiple classification analysis.

The interesting Finding emerging from information on knowledge of drugs use and their
risk behavior of this sample group was the fact that, the majority of students of both sexes had quite
good understanding the very wrong dangerous health hazards of drug usage and the unacceptable
behavior pertaining to it. Trend data suggest that direct and indirect knowledge of drugs among high
school students are drawn from home, school and all media such as radios, televisions, newspapers and
the likes.

By using the multiple classification analysis technique which aimed at the results of such
statistical analysis discovering the relationship between the set of independent variables and two
dependent variables, confirmed that sex, mother’ education, income of students and type of community
had relationship with the knowledge of students while sex, age, peer groups, family’s income, father’s
occupation, type of residence, and mother’s education had statistical correlation with the risk behavior of
students.
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
