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The purpose of this research was to study effects of psychological learning climate on
motivation and learning achievement in music theory of lower secondary school students. The
subjects were the students from simple random sampling two rooms of Mathayom Watsing
school. The students were rancomly assigned into experimental group and control group with 40
students each. The experimental group was taught in the psychological learning climate while
the control group in the conventional learning climate for 5 weeks. All subjects were tested by
motivation test and learning achievement in music test by the researcher before and after the

experimental period. The testing scores were analyzed by using t-test

The results were as follows :

1 The students who received the psychological learning climate showed the posttest
mean scores on the motivation test higher than students who received conventional learning
climate at the .05 significant level.

2. The students who received the psychological learning climate showed the posttest
mean scores on the learning achievement test higher than students who received conventional
learning climate at the .05 significant level.

3. The students who received the psychological learning climate showed the posttest
mean scores on the motivation test higher than the pretest scores at the .05 significant level.

4. The students who received the psychological learning climate showed the posttest
mean scores on the learning achievement test higher than the pretest scores at the .05

significant level.
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
