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The purposes of this study were to examine the relationships between personal factors,
media exposure, students' leadership and institutional environment with democratic activity practice of
nursing students in nursing colleges under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Public Health and to
explore the variables that predicted democratic activity practice of nursing students. Subjects were 384
nursing students class 1to 4 which were selected by stratified random sampling. Data were collected
by using 5 instruments: demographic data form, media exposure behavior, students’ leadership, institutional
environment and democratic activity practice of nursing student questionnaires. Which were tested  for
content validity and reliability. Data were analyzed by percent, mean, standard deviation, skewness, kurtosis,
Pearson's product moment correlation coefficient and stepwise multiple regression at the significance
level of .05.

The major findings were as follows;

L The mean scoreof democratic activity practice of nursing students was at low
level (mean = 170.21, total score = 260) and accounted for 65.47 percent.

2 Class, grade, media exposure behavior, students’ leadership, institutional —environment
had relationships with democratic activity practice of nursing students at the significance level
of .05

3. Factors that significantly predicted the democratic activity practice of nursing
students in stepwisemultiple regression analysis at the level of .05 were four predictor variables
and were able to account for29.2% (R2=.292) of the variance. They were media exposure
behavior, students’ leadership, institutional environment and class. The predicted equation in standard
score form can be stated as follow:
