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Definition

Postpartum mother (PP mother) refers to a woman who gives hirth to an infant up until
Six weeks after delivery.

Postpartum checkup (PP checkup) is a service provided for mothers 4-8 weeks after
delivery in order to cetermine whether there are postnatal complications.

Family planning refers to abstinence from childoearing. There are different methods;
temporary or permanently and either for the female or for the male.

Appointment for postpartum checkup refers to the date, month and year that the staff
schedules for postpartum checkup about one or two months after delivery, written in
the maternal history health book

Postpartum hemorrhage denotes excessive bleeding equal or more than 500 cc in the
vagina after delivery up until the next six weeks.

Cervical cancer screening refers to pap smear which is the examination of cervical
cancer after childbirth. The examination is simple but the result is reliable and has low
cost,

Infant refers to the newborn baby until s/he is one year old.
Lochia refers to blood and lymph seeping from the wound in the vagina. The discharge
decreases at times and it usually ceases within 2-3 weeks and may end in 4-5 weeks as

maximum.

Supplement food refers to other food besides breast milk; such as, porridge, mashed
banana, vegetables and fruits,
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Newborn period refer to at birth to one month
Infant period  referto at birth to the first year

MMR refer to maternal mortality rate( maternal deaths during antepartum, intrapartum
and postpartum in year/live birth in the same year

IMR refer to infant mortality rate ( infant deaths in one year/live births in same year) x
