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The purpose of this study was to develop an administration model
suitable for primary education at the provincial level under a basic assumption
if the province was to be responsible for primary education within its
jurisdiction. The findings suggested that there be no alternative models of
administration distinctively applicable for primary education at the
provincial level as one single system. The proposed model that was perceived
by experts to be as congruent with the principles as other models, but more
appropriate and practical at the present was Model 1.

This model established the Provincial Office of Primary Education
under the central jurisdiction, but delegated sufficient power and authorities
to the provincial administrative unit so that it could oversee primary education
conducted in all formal systems under its jurisdiction, both public and private.
It was operated under the Provincial Board of Primary Education. The system
was divided into three levels :the province, district, and school level, with
school cluster as a supportive unit. The Provincial Office of Primary Education
formulated provincial primary educational policies and plans, certified school
accreditation, and issued educational regulations under the approval of the
board of primary education. The District Office of Primary Education was
responsible to implement the provincial policies and plans, while the school
cluster office functioned as a supportive unit, conducted researches, and
facilitated schools in the area. The schools were to organize and provide
instruction to students in relation to the curriculum, policies, and plans under
the school board.
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
