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The study aimed to analyze the learning styles of university students
in different fields of study according to the experiential learning theory. r
The analyses also included variables on students' academic years and sexes.
The findings were as follows

1. The learning styles of the university students in dif{erent
fields of study were significantly different at the level of .01, namely

1.1 The learning style of Humanities, Religion and Theology
students was the divergent type. This was different from the learning style
of Medical Science and Health - Related students, Natural Science students,
and Engineering students which was the convergent type.

1.2 The learning style of Fine and Applied Arts students was
the divergent type which was different from the convergent learning style
of Medical Science and Health - Related students, Natural Science students,
and Engineering students.

1.3 The learning style of Social Science students was the
assimilative type. This was different from the learning style of Natural
Science students which was the convergent type.

1.4 The learning style of Engineering students was the conver-
gent type which was different from the divergent learning style of other
Programmes students.

2. The learning styles of the first,the second, the third, and the
forth academic year students was not found significantly different.

3. The learning styles of the university students in different
sexes were significantly different at the level of .01, namely, the learning
style of the male students was the convergent type while was different from
the divergent learning style of the female students.
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
