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The purposes of this research were to study the teaching behaviors
of upper secondary school English teachers, students' time-on-task, and
English learning achievement of upper secondary school students in Bangkok
Metropolis; and to investigate the relationship between teaching behaviors
and students' English learning achievement, the relationship between students’
time-on-task and students' English learning achievement, and the multiple
relationships between teaching behaviors and students' time-on-task with
students' English learning achievement as well as to construct the multiple
regression equations for predicting students' English learning achievement by
using teaching behaviors and students' time-on—task as predictors.

The major findings were as follows
1. Upper secondary school English teachers in Bangkok Metropolis,

average, did not apply the Communicative Approach in their teaching. The
high ability students' average time-on-task was quite high-almost covered the
full time of each period. However, the low ability students' average time-on-
task was also more than half of the full time of each period. The average
achievement scores of high ability students were 39.81 from 56 scores while
those of low ability students were 22.21 from 56 scores.

2. There was a positive relationship between teaching behaviors and
the English learning achievement of high ability students, but no relationship
was found between teaching behaviors and the English learning achievement of
low ability students.

3. There was a positive relationship between students' time-on-task

and the English learning achievement of both high and low ability students.

4. There were positive relationships between teaching behaviors and
students' time-on-task with English learning achievement of both high and low
ability students, and . tudents' time-on-task was the only single variable
that could significantly predict the English learning achievement of both high
and low ability students.

5. The multiple regression equations of English learning achievem
of high ability students in raw scores and standard scores were
