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The purposes of the research were to stud.Y and compare the
status and problems of the management of drug addict prevention among
three major tvpes of private vocational schools : the industrial schools,
the commercial schools, and the industrial - commercial schools. The
questionnaires composed of three areas which were 1) drug information
dissemination. 2. environmental management for drug addict prevention,
and 3. activity management for student development. The questionnaires
were distributed to the 233 teachers being in charge of drug addict
prevention in each school. Two hundred and five questionnaires, accounted
for . 30 percent, were returned and then analyzed by means of percentages,
means, and standard diviations. One-way analysis of variance and the
Scheffe test were also employed to determine the significant differences.

The findings of the study ere as follows

"he status of the management of drug addict prevention in
private vocational schools was at the high level in the area of the
environmental management for drug addict prevention, and the area of
activity management for student development. The status of the management
in the area of drug information dissemination was at the moderate level.

2. The problems of the management of drug addict prevention
in private vocational schools existed at the moderate level in the area
of drug information dissemination. In the other two areas the problems
existed at the low level.

2. There were no statistically significant differences at .05
level among means of the whole problems of the three types of schools
excepts on the two items. They were 1) teachers in the commercial
schools reported that they had too many teaching hours to educate
students about drugs more than those who taught in the other two types
of schools, and 2) teachers in the industrial-commercial schools
reported that students did not pay attention to participate in the
school activities more than those who taught in the commercial schools.
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
