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This research was a two group pretest - posttest designed to develop
the orientation program for new graduate nurses using preceptorship concept
and to study knowledge, attitudes, and skills in nursing practice of new
graduate nurses. Twenty - two new professional nurses were selected as the
sample that was devided into the experiment and control group. The major
finding were.

1. The preceptorship orientation program for new graduate nurses
of Maharajnakornchiangmai hospital was developed and tested for effectiveness

2. The effects of the implementation of preceptorship orientation
program and the conventional orientation program were

2.1 The percentage of increasing mean score of pretest and
posttest on new graduated nurses' knowledge, attitudes, and skills were
differ in both,; experiment and control group. However, the percentage of
those score specifically on skills indicated the highest one and the total
score of experiment group increased more than of control group.

2.2 The comparison of control and experiment group in both
pretest and posttest on new graduate nurses' knowledge, attitudes and sKkills
indicated no statistically significant differences at .05 level. This result
showed that there were not different on new' graduate nurses' knowledge,
attitudes, and skills in implementing of preceptorships and conventional
program.

2.3 The comparison of pretest and posttest in both experiment
and controlgroup on new graduate nurses' knowledge and attitudes indicated
that no statistically significant different at .05 level and it also showed
the different at .05 significant level on skills. This study showed that
both preceptorship and conventional orientation program were effective in
increasing of new graduate nurses' sKkills.
