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The purpose of this research was to develop a model of conscien-
tization for the rural community. It was aimed that the conscience for
community development of the rural people will increase after using the
model.(The conscience for community development would be determined by
the congruency of knowledge attitude and behavior of the people with
the principle and process of community development.)

The research procedures viere as follows 1) studying basic
data on community development and conscientization 2) Drafting the
model and improving it before the experiment 3) Testing model by imple-
menting it in a rural community 4) Evaluating and revising the model.

The Model Components were as follows

Purpose. This model was prepared for the village leaders to
work with their people in the community in a way that helped increasing
their conscientization for community development.

Principles. The conscience for community development of commu-
nity people will be increased if their development project was in accor-
dance with their way of lifevTelevant to the community needs and
problems, and provided opportunity for a true participation.

Processes. The model consisted of three main activities: ) The
village leaders were stimulated to the model 2) The village leaders got
knowledge of conscientization and community development processes
3) The village leaders implemented community development processes in
their selected projects.

Results. After the experiment, people involved in using the
model had knowledge, attitude and behaviors which were more congruent
with the community development principles and processes than before the
experiment, their satisfaction in using the model was at the highest
level. It was also found that the processes in the model encouraged the
people involved to think critically. Moreover, the people the commu-
nity expressed interest and need for the kind of activities or projects
which w ill increase the income of the families, and those activities or
projects should not interfere with or destroy their ordinary ways of

living.
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
