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The focus of this thesis is to study the analysis of mind of the
beings born in Kamasugati Bhumi, Rupa-bhava and Arupa-bhava according to
the Abhidaamatthasanghaha0 Attempt has been made to show that the beings
of various planes of existence are different not only in physical aspects,
but also in mental characteristics." The nature of mind has been
differentiated by various kinds of Cetasika of mental factors which are
its fundamental components.

The reasons of my intended study of mind in this consideration
is twofold s firstly, it is very interesting issue, and secondly,
no research of this kind has been conducted before0 My study and analysis
in this reseach depend mainly on the Abhidhammatthasanghaha while other
texts and the Suttanta Pitaka have also been consulted. In addition,
| have also consulted some, scholars well-versed in Buddhist doctrine of
mind (citta) and mental factors (cetasika).

The highest significance of this study is the analysis of mind
of the being born in the three planes of existence with a a view to find
out in each plane what kinds of mind exist and what kinds of mental
factors are the components of such and such mind0 Exemplified cases
of some persons in some particular situations during particular periods
of time have been set up for analysis in order to demonstrate the nature
of their minds and mental factors either as meritorious (kusala) or
demeritorious (akusala) or neutral (abyakata).

The research has revealed that when the existence of different
kinds of mind and mental factors has been established, the similarity and
differences of the nature of mind of the beings in various planes of
existence can be knowno
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
