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The purpose of this study was to study the state and problems of
the organization of the life experiences area relating to environmental
education in the elementary schools under the Office of Saraburi Provincial
Primary Education. The subjects were the school administrators and the
teachers of the life experiences, classes in Prathom Suksa 1-3. The
instrument used for data collection was the questionnaires. The data was
analized statistically in percentage, means score and standard deviation.

The results were as follows:

oL In the preparation stage of GUEricylum organization in the life
experiences area elementar% schools planned the curriculum organization
bY studying the state, problems, and needs of the communities and the
students ;prepared lesson plans and encouragied teachers to attend meeting
and training co,ncernm(}; curriculum and instructional activities. In
addition, teaching materials in accordance with teachers' needs were
rovided. Libraries were also set up to serve as a resource center for
oth teachers and students. Materials and instruments as Well as budget
were allocated for measurement and evaluation purposes. Meeting were help
for all the teachers in order to enhance their understanding and acceptance
of the importance of supervision.

2. In the Operational stage of curriculum organization, schools
carried out instructional activities by supportlngi the use of diversified
teaching methods that not only are appropriate to the subject matter, but
also correspond with the ways of life. Teaching materials were used and
?roduced by the teachers. Measurement was done by employing various ( °
echniques and follow-up was seen through classroom visits.

, 3. In the stage of follow-up and evaluation of curriculum organiza*
H}on,t scﬂools employed inquiry method to obtain relevant information from
e teachers.

4, Problems of curriculum organization were that teachers lacked
understandmﬁ of curriculum organization. The schools did not have clear
plan of implementation, nor could they provide sufficient budget for
materials and equipment needed for instructional plan. The number of v
teaching staff was inadequate and .conseckuently teachers had to perform various
functions which affected the (1U<’;1|I'[y of eaahmfg?, _SuPplementary documents |
for teachers and teaching materials::-«ere insufficient. Budget to produce
materials and to improve Sschool area and classroom decoration was also a con-!
straint. Moreover, teachers did not have adequate knowledge of measurement
and evaluation and did not collect exam Papers for analysis and quality
improvement. _ Teachers also had no time to undertake supervision and follow-up
activities. Furthermore,there was a lack of qualified personnel on supervision
and follow-up as well as materials and tools ‘in performing the tasks. The
result drawn from supervision and follow-up activities were not utilized to
“improve the curriculum organization. ~
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
