The purpose of this study was to compare decision making ability related to
management of neuroleptic malignant syndrome of persons with schizophrenia before and after
using risk management guideline. Samples were 20 professional nurses working in psychiatric
units, Somdetchaopraya institute of psychiatry.  dy instruments were risk management
guideline of neuroleptic malignant syndrome, a training program for nurses, a test of knowledge
on neuroleptic malignant syndrome, and a modified essay question (MEQ) which was developed
to test nurses’ decision making ability. All instruments were tested for content validity. The
reliability of the knowledge test and the MEQ test were .95 and .87, respectively. Statistical
techniques used in data analysis were mean, standard deviation, and paired t - test,

Major finding ofthe  dy were as follows:
The professional nurses’ decision making ability to manage neuroleptic malignant

syndrome of persons with schizophrenia after participating in risk management training was
significantly higher than that before the participation, at the .05 level
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
