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The purpose of this study was to explore the current situation and
problems in administration of mamst_reamln% schools for visually impaired
students. The study population consisted of 23 school principals, 24 assistant
principals, 44 regular classroom teachers, and 18 special teachers Who were
Interviewed from all the 25 mainstreaming schools in Thailand. The structured
interview form used in this study was divided according to the 5 task areas of
school administration, namely, 1{ academic affairs, 2) personnel administra-
tion, 3) student activities, 4) business affairs, and 55) public relations.

The results of the study indicated that mainstreaming schools had
properly organized the following  mainstreaming programs, preparation of
visually impaired students, school discipline, and direct services of special
teachers. While the areas that needed to be provided or improved included the
following  stating educational goals for visually impaired students, emphasis
on vocational education, individualized education program, malnstreamm% team,
special aids, educational supervision, rati.o of special teachers to students,
job descriptions, personnel tralnln?, survey of visually |mf)a|red students,
ancillary services, information system, adaptation of school plant, co-ordina-
tion of classroom environment, and preparation of parents.
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
