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The purpose of this research was to investigate the state and problems
in teaching physical education at the lower secondary education level in the
curriculum development pilot schools.

The constructed questionnaires were sent to 486 physical education
teachers in the curriculum development pilot shcools. The 448 questionnaires
accounted for 90.50% were returned. Then the obtained data were statistically
analyzed by means of percentages, means and standard deviations.

It was found that: Most in the curriculum development pilot schools
opened to teach core and compulsary-elective courses due to the curriculum,
but free-elective courses were opened very little. The physical activities
that were opened consider from readiness of equipment and place The number
of students in physical education class were too many- The preparation of
teaching and planning, knowledge and understanding in development physical
education curriculum were mod rate. There was supervision in physicul
education. The most of the schools had gymnasium but insufficient for physical
education activities. There was sufficient teaching space for some activities.
They used criterion school group for evaluation physical education.

However, there had problems in teaching physical education in the
following aspects: the insufficient of physical education teachers to teach

free-elective physical education courses. There was too much responsibility of
physical education teachers, lack of dressing rooms indoor stadim, equipment
