The role of cities as drivers of intergenerational mobility is in question as urban poverty is
rising in the last two decades. Some studies suggest this phenomenon may relate to increasing economic
inequality in cities worldwide. To have a preliminary understanding of the recent trends in
intergenerational mobility in Bangkok, Thailand's megacity dubbed as an escalator for upward mobility,
this research examines the social status of parents and children in 30 families from disadvantaged
backgrounds. The parents of these families are unskilled workers migrating into Bangkok during the late

1960s to 1980s, a period in which Thailand's modern economic development took flight.

The study found 28 out of 30 children representing each family achieve upward mobility in
education. Nineteen improve in occupational prospects. But only eight, or one by four, achieve upward
income mobility despite living in the city with economic activities concentrate. The children's
unimproved economic outcome relates to their limited access to quality education and skill
development due to parental disadvantaged backerounds. High competitive labor market and Thai
economic slowdown, the trend being observed since the 1997 Asian financial crisis, are the other major

causes of wage stagnation experienced by the children.

Parents in families with children achieving upward mobility can obtain social and cultural
capital, which is identified as informal capital in this study. Both types of capital provide parents
opportunities to access economic capital in some formal forms such as jobs and incomes in the market,
resulting in better outcomes in children. This finding reflects the role of informal capital in
complementing the families' disadvantaged backgrounds, also, indicates the lack of opportunities in the

market as a result of uneven distribution of resources in the city.
