The objectives of this research were to 1) develop and validate Bullying Behaviors Scale for Upper
Secondary School Students. 2) conduct latent class analysis of upper secondary school students’ bullying for setting cutscores

of bullying behavior traits. The samples were 834 students chosen by two-stage random sampling. The results were as follows.

1. Development and validation of Bullying Behaviors Scale for Upper Secondary School Students. 1.1
Bullying Behaviors Scale for Upper Secondary School Students contained 113 items, divided into 4 parts: 1) General
information and attitudes towards bullying - 23 items 2) , Behaviors towards bullying as a bullied person - 30 items 3) ,
Behaviors towards bullying as a bullying observer - 30 items and 4) Behaviors towards bullying as a bully person - 30 items.1.2
The difficulty of the scale (p) was between .080 - .977, (b) between -10.500 - 6.068. The discrimination (r) was between .017 -
.700, (a) between1.036 - 8.811. The content validity index derived from the item objective congruence (I0C) of the experts
was between .4-1. The correlations of bullying behaviors scale as a bully person and the aggression scale and the correlation
of bullying behaviors scale as a bully person and bullying behaviors scale as a bullied person were .353 and .561 respectively
at the significant level of .05 and .01. It showed that the bullying behaviors scale as a bully person had a criterion-related
validity. The internal consistency reliability coefficient was between .630 - .989. and Exploratory Factor Analysis was used to
identify the construct validity: the bullying scale consisted 19 factors : attitudes towards bullying, behavior towards bullying as
a bullied person, behaviors towards bullying as a bullying observer and behaviors towards bullying as a bully person. Each
behavior was classified into Cyber Bullying, Sexual Bullying, Material Bullying, Physical Bullying, Verbal Bullying and Social or

Emotional Bullying. One factor and the percentage variance was between 45.862 - 82.528.
