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The purpose of this research was to study teaching activities and teaching
environments in clinical setting in Gerontological Nursing of nursing instructors from nursing
colleges under the Jurisdiction of Praboromarajchanok Institute, Ministry of Public Health, classified
by ages, educational backgrounds, teaching experiences, and' training in QGerontological
Nursing.Sample were 65 nursing instructors who taught Gerontological Nursing.The research
instrtuments were questionnarie and in-depth interview guidline which had been tested for content
validity and the reliability was .97.

Research finding were as follows :
Nursing instructors had activities in planning, implementing and evaluation of clinical
teaching at high level (X = 4.265, 4.05, 4.10 respectively) Physical environment was at moderate level
. (X = 3.31) Psychosocial environment was at high level (X = 3.90).When classified by age. education
level, teaching experience, training in Gerontoibgical‘ Nursing their teaching activities were not

different.

Teaching activities and téaching environments could be explain as follows : In
planning, nursing- instructors had conferences,,/studied the course descriptiohs ‘and learning
objectives, plan for clinical teaching also cooperated both formal and informal with nursing service
administrators In implementing, nuising instructors integrated various teaching methods in clinicai
teaching. They also assigned the students’ to participate in elderly clubs or home for the aged. In
evaluating, it was found that evaluation criteria and methods depended on clinical teaching
activities of nursing instructors. For physical environments, home for the aged provided better
appropriate environments for the elderly than in the hospitals.For Psychosocial environmer_zt it was

found that nursing instructors, staff nurses, and nursing students had good relationships.
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
