Bangladesh is one of the most vulnerable countries to the effects of climate change,
Sea level rise, Ice melting, Flood, Tropical Cyclone, Storm surge, etc. Due to geographic
location, having high population density, and poverty incidence, this country has suffered from
the loss and damage of its effect. United States Agency for International Development (USAID)
has reported that 139,000 died with equal number of injuries from Cyclone Marian in affected
area of Bangladesh on April 30, 1991. Therefore, Climate Change has been considered
as underlying cause and huge burden for the country development a long time ago, even if
the Government of Bangladesh (GOB) has attempted to reduce the risks of loss and damage
on the effects of this issue by policymaking in national level. Particularly, Climate Change has
threated their significant achievement to increase incomes and reduce poverty. The aim of the
study is focusing on the influence of “Think Thanks” in Bangladesh. They call themselves the
research and the policy institutes, non-profit, independent, and serving as a public advocacy
for decision/policy making, practitioners. This institute/organization has the organization
structure same as the most of research institutes in general. Though they have no
authorization/power to decision/policy making as the ministries or the administrators, but they
are “influential” to Climate Change Management Policy in Bangladesh without the power of
magic. The finding shows that they play important roles to the process of policy/decision by
making from “their centrality” on the norm entrepreneur and “their power of knowledge” to

take the country out of the most vulnerable countries to the effects of climate change.
