I'The purpose of this research was to explore the opinions of the administrators and teachers
on state, prpblems and needs in the instructional management of environmental education . The
sample wasicomposed of 364 administrators and 364 teachers from the secondary schools under the
Jurisdiction; of the Department of General Education . The questionnaires were constructed by the
researcher and were collected by mail and by the researcher herself. Then the data were analyzed
by means of percentage, means, and standard deviation. '

IThe resuits revealed as follows :

l1 State in the instructional management of environmental education according to the
opinions of {he administrators and teachers.

| The teachers were knowledgeable by self-directed leaming. The teaching was based on
content and|current situation. They also attained the training course program seminars and workshop
conceming énwromnent education , The teachers were appointed depending on their abilities and skills.
The supporting of budget providing used for developing teachers was required . The resource of budget
was received from education fec. For the media and learning-teaching materials , the teachers made use
of school fof environmental education learning - teaching . The teachers were also encouraged to create
their own Jearning-teaching media. The beautiful gardens ‘with lots of trees were well-arranged for
promotmg the good atmosphere in schools.

 !'The learning objectives were linked to the content of environmental education which also
included thelattitude towards problem-solving and the environmental conservation. The teachers received
text books, a'nd wrote work books by themselves. The teaching content was based on the local problems.
Lesson plans were constructed. Problem answering method was used for teaching. For the extra-
curriculum {ctivities . Posters, news, articles from printed matters, radio and television were mostly
used. All text books were used appropriately. Most media was constnicted by the teachers and students.
For the measurement and evaluation, teachers evaluated the students after teaching by correcting

students assfnments

The problems for instructional management of environment education according to the
opinions of the administrators and teachers were at the high level in all areas . When considering in each
area, the administrators expressed their opinions that the problems of the budget conceming book
producing were at the highest level. In the opinion of the teachers , the problems of learning-teaching
media concerning budget purchase management were at the highest level.

3. The needs for instructional management of environment education according to the
pinions of the administrators and teachers were at the high level in all areas . When considering in each
ea, the adjninistrators expressed their opinions that the management need concermng the teachers’
owlcdge increasing was at the highest level, while the need for content concerning text book analysis

as conmder}sd at the highest level from the teachers opinions,
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
