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Abstract

KARNCHANAPORN PUANGSUWAN: Terminology on Competition Law

ADVISOR: Associate Professor Prima Mallikamas, 146 pp.

This special research aims to present terminology on Competition Law which consists of terms
relating to regulation on market definition, undertaking, market structure and anti-competitive
conducts. The main objective of the special research is proposed as reference and knowledge

management for entrepreneurs or those who are interested in this field.

This research study is based on theories and methodology of terminology process proposed by
various terminologists and organizations. This process concludes 5 main steps: 1) defining topic,
scope of the study and objectives of the terminology 2) study on theories and methodology of
terminology 3) compiling data to create the corpus and extracting terms from the corpus 4) drawing
the conceptual relation 5) setting up the extraction records and terminological records to determine

definition and term in Thai.

The terminology on Competition Law includes 36 terms, presented according to the group and
sequence of the conceptual relation. Each term is presented with information of English terms, Thai
terms, definition, grammatical category, subject field, text reference, linguistic specification, cross-

reference.

Extraction:

1. Market definition is an analytical tool. It guides the Authority, and the other parties involved, in laying bare
key assumptions (starting points for the analysis), in developing reasoning steps and in structuring the
collection and assessment of evidence. Market definition serves three main purposes: It allows to focus
the analysis to the type of trade and the geographic areas in which a competitive concern may arise; It
allows to identify market participants and measure market shares and market concentration, which are
commonly used for a preliminary assessment of market power; It allows understanding the existing mode
of competition among the market participants, its likely evolution, and the existence of barriers to entry.

(CL069.txt)

2. In this context, market definition has two significant benefits. First, it provides a focus for the competitive
assessment. By defining the relevant market so as to encompass all those products or services which
are considered to be effective substitutes for the products or services at the centre of the investigation,
the relevant market focuses the attention of both the Commission and interested affected parties on the
main competitive constraints which exist between products and between regions. Excluding such

competitive constraints from the analysis will likely result in a flawed competitive assessment. (CL038.txt)
3. The purpose of Market Definition is to provide a context within which competition analysis or assessment
can be undertaken. Itis notan end in itself, but a key step in identifying the competitive constraints acting

on a supplier of a given product or service. (CLO71.txt)

The Act also prohibits an enterprise from engaging in any conduct which amounts to an abuse of a
dominant position in any market for goods or services in Malaysia. Examples of the situation where a
dominant enterprise may abuse its position are: (a) directly or indirectly imposing an unfair purchase or
selling price or other unfair trading condition on a supplier or customer; (b) limiting or controlling
production, market access, technical or technological development or investment, to the prejudice of
consumers; (c) refusing to supply to a particular group of enterprises; or (d) any predatory behavior
towards competitors.

Competition law prohibits the abuse of dominant position (i.e. a monopoly or a firm with substantial market

power). Normally the term abuse covers practices where a business operator with substantial market
power restricts competition in a market. The notion of dominant position, or substantial market power,
may vary according to national legislation. Generally, it refers to a situation where the business operator
has enough economic strength to act in the market without regard to what its competitors (actual or
potential) do.

1. Double marginalization arises when both the upstream and downstream markets exhibit some degree of
economic market power, and thus firms at each level mark up their prices above marginal cost. In the
presence of some degree of economic market power, the prices charged by upstream suppliers exceed
the marginal cost of providing the intermediate goods to the downstream market. This represents the first
level of mark-up. The downstream manufacturers, in turn, charge an additional mark-up on the products
they produce using the already marked-up intermediate goods. This represents an additional mark-up.

The consumer pays a final price that incorporates both markups. (CL029.txt)

2. The problem of double marginalization can be explained intuitively for, e.g., the computer market. “Each

firm's pricing decision imposes an externality on the other firm. A high price for computer hardware
reduces demand for PCs. It also reduces demand for programs and operating systems. The hardware

manufacturer takes the first effect into account, but not the second. The same is true, of course, in
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reverse. The software manufacturer does not take into account the impact its price choice has on the
demand for hardware. In the noncooperative Nash equilibrium, the prices of both goods are too high. If,
say, the hardware firm were to cut its price, this would generate additional demand and additional profit
for the software firm. However, since the hardware firm does not receive any of this additional profit, its
incentive to reduce price is weakened. This suggests that, with cooperation, both firms would lower their
prices and be better off. Consumers, too, would gain as a result of lower prices and expanded output.

The basic idea of such leniency-programs is to create disaccord between the cartel-members. In Europe,

this is done by awarding cartel-firms full amnesty for disclosing a cartel and partial amnesty i.e. a partial
reduction of fines for providing important information necessary to prosecute the cartel's members. The
incentive to save the fine may be an important driver for firms to reveal the collusive agreement especially
when market-conditions or the nature of the collusive agreement change which makes collusion less
profitable. This effect appears to be a main reason for leniency being one of the most effective tools of

competition authorities in detecting collusive agreements. (CL038.txt)

Besides, as analyzed in the previous chapters, we know that the success of a cartel depends mainly on

the level of trust existing among the cartel members: hence, a leniency program has the concrete

possibility to reduce and undermine the duration of a cartel because provides to its members a further
instrument to cheat on each other. Again, also here each cartel member faces a coordination game as
in the prisoner’s dilemma, since it must contemplate whether or not to apply for leniency. In a dynamic
perspective two are the possible solutions: 1) do not report in the hope that other members will play the
same; 2) to report, if a firm believes it is imminent that another partner will report. The policy challenge
for antitrust authorities is, for this reason, to induce cartel members to stop waiting and start the race to
