The purpose of this research was to identify variables affecting credit
analysis for use in the development of Peet to peer lending platform based on
alternative data (personality test and Money Scripts. The samples group of this
research is 400 people selected through Quota sampling and convenience
sampling which separated into 250 people with credit bureau histories at or equal
to the CC risk level (62.5 percent of the sample) and those with credit bureau
histories lower than or equal to the DD risk level 150 people (37.5 percent of the
total sample) In this study, the data was analyzed by logistic regression method.
The result of this research were as follows: housing type, status, occupation,
monthly income status, and personality variables from the Big Five; neuroticism
and openness to experience.Townhouses and condos resulted in a significant
decrease in credit scoring of 1.427 and 1.311 compared to home housing. Married
status resulted in a significant increase in credit scoring of 0.663 compared to the
single status. The self-employed occupation resulted in a significant decrease in
credit scoring of 1.822 compared to the reference variable of civil servant. High
monthly income has a positive effect on beta-based lending considerations in the

equation.
