The present study aimed to investigate the relationship between parental teasing
and body dissatisfaction among early adolescent boys and girls, while considering the
moderating effect of parental emotional warmth.The participants consisted of 273 early
adolescents aged 12-15 years old, comprising 125 boys and 148 girls. The researcher
developed several measures, Including 1) the general information questionnaire, 2) The
perception of teasing scale, 3) The body dissatisfaction scale, and 4) The emotional warmth
scale. Data analysis involved descriptive statistics and moderation analysis.The results indicated
the following: 1) Among early adolescent boys, neither father teasing nor mother teasing
exhibited a correlation with body dissatisfaction. Additionally, parental emotional warmth did
not moderate the relationship between either father teasing or mother teasing and body
dissatisfaction. 2) In the case of early adolescent girls, a significant and positive correlation was
found between father teasing and body dissatisfaction, while no such correlation was found
between mother teasing and body dissatisfaction.Furthermore, parental emotional warmth did
not moderate the relationship between either father teasing or mother teasing and body
dissatisfaction. These findings highlight the prevalence of parental teasing within Thai families
and suggest that minimizing father-daughter teasing could serve as a communication approach

to mitigate body dissatisfaction among early adolescent girls.
