A study of factors influencing motivation to discard used surgical masks in Bangkok The
purpose is to explore and study. Demographic Factors Factors of knowledge and awareness of
the problem of used surgical masks and the waste problem of Bangkok including policy factors
and promotion campaigns Will different behaviors affect the behavior of discarding used masks
separately from general waste (5 items) or not? This study is a survey research. The study
population was people who had been and never discarded a hygienic mask properly and
properly before which conducted a survey through a Google form questionnaire and received a

total of 400 sets of information

The results showed that demographic factors, their average monthly income, number
of household members, housing conditions, their history of COVID-19 infection, and their number
of vaccines were different. There is a level of behavior in discarding used masks separately from
general waste. There was a statistically significant difference at the 0.05 level in terms of the
factors of knowledge and awareness of the problem of used surgical masks. and the waste
problem of Bangkok Every factor had a different level of behavior in discarding used masks
separately from general waste. But there will be some messages of knowledge and awareness
of some problems that can lead to the behavior of discarding used masks separately from
general waste, all 5 different items, while the factors of policy and promotion campaigns found
that Promote by having the government distribute plastic bags. or let the shops distribute plastic
bags that can be used to sort out infectious waste “Used face masks” have a behavior level of

discarding used masks separately from general waste. no difference
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
