The objective of this study is to explore the efficacy of introducing a task
completion schedule to expedite the release of red-line export goods. It further
examines the challenges and obstacles encountered during the implementation of
such a schedule, leading to the creation of policy recommendations and guidelines
for improved implementation. The research conceptual framework is built on the
New Public Management (NPM) paradigm and concepts of trade facilitation. A
qualitative research method is employed, collecting data from two primary
sources: an examination of documents pertaining to task completion timelines,
and in-depth interviews with a sample of five individuals closely involved with the
schedule implementation, utilizing a semi-structured interview form. Further data
was gathered to scrutinize the timeframe for releasing goods from the Thai
Customs Electronic System (TCES). The findings suggest that the introduction of a
task completion schedule to hasten the release of export goods marked with risk
conditions is beneficial. The implementation helps staff to adhere to the pre-
determined timeline, as it serves as a performance management indicator,
incentivizing employees to accomplish their tasks within the stipulated timeframe.
However, certain hurdles in implementation were identified, including factors
related to X-ray machines, product characteristics, personnel, location, and legal

aspects. Conseauently. it is recommended that the covernment establishes

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Unfortunately, the new system s still the exception. Traditional
bureaucratic governments act just as Illinois did before its study
They focus on inputs, not outcomes.

Case study assumptions

To make the data comparable across economies, a few assumptions are made about the traded
goods and the transactions:

Time: Time is measured in hours, and 1 day is 24 hours (for example, 22 days are recorded as
22x24=528 hours). If customs clearance takes 7.5 hours, the data are recorded as is. Altematively,
suppose documents are submitted to a customs agency at 8:00a.m., are processed overnight and
can be picked up at 8:00a.m. the next day. The time for customs clearance would be recorded as
24 hours because the actual procedure took 24 hours.

Cost: Insurance cost and informal payments for which no receipt is issued are excluded from the
costs recorded. Costs are reported in U.S. dollars. Contributors are asked to convert local currency
into U.S. dollars based on the exchange rate prevailing on the day they answer the guestionnaire.
Contributors are private sector experts in intemational trade logistics and are informed about
exchange rates.

Assum ptions of the case study:

- For all 190 economies covered by Doing Businass, it is assumed a shipment is in a warehouse in
the largest business city of the exporting economy and travels to a warehouse in the largest
business city of the importing economy.

- It is assumed each economy imports 15 metric tons of containerized auto parts (HS 8708) from
its natural import partner—the economy from which it imports the largest value {price times
quantity) of auto parts. It is assumed each economy exports the product of its comparative
advantage {defined by the largest export value) to its natural export partner—the economy that is
the largest purchaser of this product. Shipment value is assumed to be $50,000.

- The mode of transport is the one most widely used for the chosen export or import product and
the trading partner, as is the seaport or land border crossing.

- All electronic information submissions requested by any government agency in connection with
the shipment are considered to be documents obtained, prepared and submitted during the export
or import process.

- A port or border is a place (seaport or land border crossing) where merchandise can enter or
leave an economy.

- Relevant government agencies include customs, port authorities, road police, border guards,
standardization agencies, ministries or departments of agriculture or industry, national security
agencies and any other government authorities.

Areas to improve

Summary

For the group of upper middle income countries to which Thailand belongs, the assessment of the impact
of trade facilitation measures - on bilateral trade flows and trade costs - shows that reforms with the
greatest benefit are in the areas of formalities, governance and impartiality, information availability,
involvement of trade community, advance rulings and fees and charges. Taking into account the trade
flow increase and costs reduction potential of these policy areas and considering the areas where the
economy has not yet reached best performance, it would benefit from continued improvements in the
following:

Fees and charges

Improve the availability of online, comprehensive information on applicable fees and charges; Reduce the
fees charged for services during normal working hours

Formalities - automation

Advance the development of automated pre-arrival processing; Expand the electronic clearance of import
and export documentation

Formalities - procedures

Expand the coverage of Authorised Operator programmes; Advance the support of controls of other
border agencies by a risk management system; Expand application of Post-Clearance Audits (PCAs);
Further simplify procedures in terms of both associated time and costs
