This content analysis research is to find out the quantity, the prominence given to, and
the direction of news reporting refated to child rights in five Thal newspapers, namely, Thai Rath,
Matichon, Ban Muang, Krungthepthurakij and Bangkok Post during 1999 which was the 10" anniversary
of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.

The study analyses content of news iterns, articles, editorial and photographic news
items of the five daily newspapers appear in each page and measures the prominence given to each
items by classifying its position, page layout, length, headline and news illustration. All chitd rights
related news items are grouped into clusters according to the principles of the rights of the child to
compere the quantity of news items in each rights ciuster and its direction whether it is positive, neutral or
negative to the child rights.

' The results could be concluded that all five daily newspapers under study report news
related to child rights by the trend of high quantity and frequency in the first querter of 1999 which is the
period of noticeabte annual events such as National Chitdren's Day and the entrance examination
season. However, quantity and frequency of news report in Matichon, Krunghepthurakij and Bangkok
Post increase during June and July which is in the period of time of major international events such as
World Environment Day and intemational Boy Scouts Conference. The finding also shows higher
quantity of news items on child right to life and right to development_than items on right to be protected
and fo participate. Most of the children news items are printed on other pages than the front page.
Under half of the overall items have no iltustration. On direction of the content, news items on chiidren
are more to negative direction while the articles and iilustrations are of neutral and positive. All five daily

newspapers mention few or not mention at alf the word "rights” or “child rights”.
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
