The rescerch finding were as following : 1) Community ocontext; the oommunity is in the wikds and dry
environments. Most of villagers hes less than elementary eduoation, They are rice farmers, waged labors, and some are
charooal burners. The poor usually are living in isolation, acossses to rights and benefits are limited. Lacking of role
model for strong leadership, most of vilagers are stil bold superstitious and unproofed betliefs, fond of drinkings and
ovar spending as well as depending on buying food for everyday oonsumption have made this lives beoome poorer.
Sane are indebted and migrating to work es hired-labor in town or other places which interrupting their 'children
education, 2) Relatimship between school and oommunity; the sihool is situated far away from community. None of
teacher are regiding in the ocommunity. They holdl‘nogaﬁve attitude toward vilagets, so school and oommunity are
hhwd.vmmamwﬂm:tosupponmhoolbrtﬁairhbozbutdmmevahutaauhoolformoyomsidetod
themseives to be unlnowledgeable and thet the school has different function from the ocommunity, 3) The principle and
achool and ministretion; the Dew principle’s personality js working orientsted and able to oreate sohcol work effectively
and hag gained respect from teachers and oommunity, at the beginning. But later, some of his behaviors such as self-
ocofident, bins toward oertain teachers, foousing only on school buiklings but not on school academic have made the
work at school not as suooessful as it should. 4)Aspeot of teachers and teaching; the older and expetience teachers
have influenced toward new teachers opinions end activities. Majority of teachers lack of academics interested, some are
oooupied with economics problems, low moral and oconflicts among them have ocaused the ehool administiation mun
nnmthly.Whibmjoﬁtvdmdmndonotdwmﬁmehhaaonpmpmﬁon.ﬁarredﬁmeteachmgumﬂu
oovering the subject mattels in the cumioulum, some one lack of teaching techniques and clear directors of evahuation,
ﬁushvedkwﬂyeﬁaahdwsmdmuaohimtﬁ)hwﬂﬁmwmdmtmdhmﬂm:duehothenegﬁgenoejno.hﬂd
Teering practices majority of children are under nutritious. Family apoken dialects have encountered the leaming language
at sheol, oouple with low expectation m‘abﬂ!ty to read ‘and write as well as to quality their children for job in the
industry, family oontribution to education ie very few but expecting achool to belp in providing educaticnal materials
heve result in student bwiohiavement when ocmpare the other school group. Ooe third of students can not read and
write well and some oan not solve arithmetio problema fluently.
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
