The purpose of the research was to study the parent's roles on providing early intervention for
autistic young children in Bangkok Metropolis concerning promoting the children’s development at home,

cooperating with the schools, cooperating with the professicnal, and joining the advocate group.

The research findings were as follows:

1). Most of the parents promoted the children’s development at home in nearly every aspect of
each area, except preventing an accident and teaching them to welcome guests'which less _than half of them
did.

2). The children's problems found from most to less weré having short attention span, screaming
and showing tantrum, hurting one's self, moving abnormally, eating limited kinds of food, being aggressive,
destroying things, being overly afraid of some simple things and resisting changes. Most of the parents did scive
the problems appropriately and succeeded. However, a few used the inappropriate way such as scolding,
beating, taking the children’s place of solving the‘confronted problems and providing videotapes for the chiidren
to make them stay stili for a long period of time. Scolding and beating were especially reporied to arouse the
children’s negative behavior.

3). Mast of the parents taught social skills to their children and succeeded. Afl of the parents took
their chitdren out for fun regulary. A few parents dict not teach their children on some aspects because they did
not how. Concern'ing speech, all parents trained their children at home. Most of them did it formally every night.

4), Most autistic children were }nainstfeamed in a regular classroom with a specified cumiculum,
And most parents cooperated and trained their children as planned with the teachers regularly. The children's

- school problems were not playing with their peers, being dizzy because of medication, being moody and sating
-limited kinds of food. .
5). Most of the parents had cooperated with the professional by complying with what they were toid
“*~as well as asking for some advice when having a problem. The problems of using medical services were that
" specialists were rare, duration of service each time is to.short, high expenses, having to wait to be served for a
long time and far dlstance from home to the institution or the hospitat. BT

6). All parents diseminated knowledge about autistic children by explaining verbally and personaily

or infdrrning the public through mass communication. Most of the pa rents contact with the autistic child's parent

club reguiarty by phone, and joined the annual meeting.
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
