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Thesis Effects of Symbolic Models on Generous Behavior of

Abstract

The purpose of gthis research was to study the effects. of
_symbolic models under five conditions': 1)(practice /generosity and
_preach generosity ‘group; 2) practice selfishness. but preach generosity
group; 3) practice generosity.without preaching group; 4) preach
generosity without practicing group; and, 5) control group. The
subjects were Prathomsuksa five pupils from Jakarnboon School, Amphoe
Muang, Changwat Pitsanuloke. Fifty subjects were randomly assigned to
the five groups. such. that each group consisted of ten pupils. Each
subject viewed a videotdpe porgraying a, female modél who played a éame
and then either practiced generosity ‘and preached’generosity by donating
coupons to charitys ox practiced selfishness,but, preached geneéosity,
or practiced generosity without preaching, or preached genefosity
without practicing, or neither practiced nor preached. After viewing
the videotape each subject was asked to¢play) the samelgame as the ‘model
had played. Then each subjec£ was given the opportunity to donate

coupons to charity. The data were analysed by using One-way Analysis

of Variance and Dunn's Multiple Comparisions.



The results indicate that

1. The practice generosity and preach generosity group
donates coupons significantly more than the practice selfishness but

preach generosity group (P < .01).

2. The practice generosity and preach generosity group does
not donate coupons significantly more then.the practice generosity

without preaching group.

3. The practice generosity and preach generosity group donates
coupons significantly more than' the preach generosity without practicing

(p < .01).

4, The practice generosity and preach generosity group donates

coupons significantly more than the control group (p <:.Ol).

5. The practice generogity without preaching group donates
coupons significantly more than the preach generosity without

practicing(P < ,01) .
