The instrument used, for this study was develeped by the researcher :

The
questionnéires were divided into two parts : the first part asked
about emetions existing in|the students 'and the" secend part asked
about the infensity and the manifestation of emdfions. Data were
analysed through the sone way ANOVA, miltiple jcomparison using the
