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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this thesis were to study and to compare
the nursing instructorg! roles as perceived by administrators,
instructors and students, considering the total score and the score
of each aspect of the roles : teaching;,research and -wiiting
textbobks and-articles, soecial service,'studént activities, administ-
rative and professionai-activities; ﬁnd to compare the instructors'
perception of their roles and that of thelr roles-in reality. The
research population consisted of 42 administrators, 188 instuctors
and 179 fourth year students from the faculty of mursing and the
nursinghdepartment of the universities under the auspices of the
Minkstry of University Affairg, The simple random sempling, technique
was used in solecting research samples, The research data were
gathered by the questionnaire developed by the researcher for this
study_and the content velidity was done by 12 experts., The
reliability of the questionnaire on the perception of instructors'

roles and the instructors' perception of their roles in reality were



0.97 and 0,95 respectively. The pércentage, arithmetic means,
standard deviations, t-test, ANOVA and Newman = Keuls test were
statistical procedures used in analyzing data. The findings were
as follows 3 |

1., The administratore ard instructors strongly agreed with
the instructors! roles indicated dn the questiomnaire, whereas the
students indicated the agreement with those roles. When considering
the score on each aspeet of the roles, administrators strongly
agreed with the #oles dn every aspects which similar to the perception
of the instructors except the social service and student activities.
The instructors® perception on those aspects were in the "agree"
level, Interestingly, the students! perception of instructors! roles

in all aspects were on the "agree"level.

2, There was a significant difference among the means of
total score of administrators’, instrucéors' and students' perception
of mirsing instructors! roles at the .00l level., When comparing
between each twogroups, it was found that there was & significant
difference between the means of the administrators! and instructors!
perception of instruetors' roles at the .05 level; whereas, there
was a significent different at the .0l level between the means of
the adﬁinistratora' and students' perception and between the menns
of the instrietors!cand stﬁdents' perception;

3. The comparison of the means scofes of ‘each agpect of
instructors' roles as perceived by administrators, instructors and
students indicated that they were significant different: at the
001 level, After f:_Ompa.rJ'.ng between those means of each pair, the

results were that the means of administrators' and instructors’



‘perception of instructors' roles on the aspects of teaching, research
and writing textbooks and articles were not significant different:,
but those of the aspects of social service and student activities
were significant different: at the .05 level, and the aspect of
adninistrative and professional activities weas seignificant different:
at the .0l level. However, the means of administrators! énd students!
perception, also, those of instructors and students on all aspects

of the roles, 'were gignificant different.’ at .01 level,

4, The perception of irgtrictors'roles in reality on all
aspects of the role, except teeching, were in the "practice less
often® 1level, That of teaching aspect was in the "practice often”
level,  Neverthe1ess, the total perception of instructors' roles in
reality was in the "practice less often" 1level,

.5 The comparisom between the instruciors‘ perception on all
aspects and each aspect of their roies agﬁ those of their roles in
reality indicated thet they were significaht different.. at the ,001
level, »

6. The results of this research indicated that thé administrators,
instructors and students perceived.thét the teaching Toles, the
research and,writing textbooks and articles roles are the most

importance and the second importance, respectively.
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
