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ABSTRACT
Purpose:

The purpose of this research was to study the state of educational

management for mainstreaming blind students in elementary schools, The
Northeastern Region, and the state of social adjustment of the bliné,

students mainstreamed in elementary schools.

Procedures:

The researcher; studied the whole population involved in the
educational management for mainstreaming blind students which were (i)
28 elementary school administrators, (2) 40 regular classroom teachers
who taught the blind'students mainstreamed in Prathom, Suksa 1-6 (3) 4
speacial educators yorking regularly at the échools and 2 itinerant
teachers, (4) 40 blind students mainstreamed in Prathom Suksa 1-6 and

(5) 160 normal students in the mainstreamed classroom. The total

number was 274. The data were collected in 6 provinces of the Northeastern

Region is Khonkaen, Loei, Chaiyaphume, vasothorn, Surin and Ubolratchathane.

The instruments used in this research were (1) the questionaire about



the state of educational manaéement fo£ mainstreaming blind students
in elehentary schools. It was studied form the elementary school
administrators, reqular classroom teachers, special educators’ and
itinerant teachers, (2) the interview form about the state of social
adjustment of the blind students mainstreamed in elementary schools.
By this method was used with the regular classroom teachérs, special
educators, itinerant teachers, mainstreame@ blind students and normal
students in the regular classroom, The data were .analyzed by using

percentage and presented in«table combined with essay type.

Finding:
The state of educational management for mainstreaming blind
students in elementary schools, The Northeastern Region.
1. Building and physical environment
There had been an orientation about buildings and physical
environment for the, blind students. However, . .there were prpblems
about the lack of teéchnical knowledge and understanding how to rearrange
and adjust the building and physical environment to fit the blind
stpdents. The classroomenvironmentiwas appropriate enough.
A é. Personnels
Tﬁe schools needed ‘personnelstespecially specia; educators
for rehabilitation or remidialitéaching. in persénnel problems: the
regular classroom teachers had burden in teaching normal student, and
that they had a limitation of knowledge and skills in teaching for the
blind students.
3. Academic management

The administrators supported the academic work by encouraging

the school personnels to study and enrich their knowledge, but had to



confront the problems of lacking the personnels and academic:’' resources
to support these personnels'’ knowledge.
4. Curriculum and extra-curriculum activities
The normal curriculum was used. The content was too difficult
fqr the blind students. The blind students were encouraged to join in
the extra-curriculum activities according to their own interests.
5. Instruction
The whole classroom studied together. After the lesson
was finished, the tecacheéfs would review especially for the blind
students. The probléms wére occured that the teachers lacked of knowledge
and skills in teaching blind sfudents,
6. Instructional media
The instructional media were not enough. And the teachers

did nét know about. the teachniques, of construction and using the
instructional media.
7. Measufement and-évaluation
The criteriawere the—same—as—those ‘used with the normal
étudents. The written exams were the method ised in measurement. The

problem found was theslack of cooperatioﬁ from the personnel. However,

the outcome of the educational management-was successful.

The state of social adjustment ofuthe blind &tudents mainstreamed
in elementary schools, The Northeastern Region.
1. Relationship with the teachers
The blind students had good relationship with the teachers
and needed extra help from the teachers in studying.
2. Relationship with the friends
The relationship with the friends was being friendly. The

blind students wanted their friends to treat them as other normal friends.

3. Others

The blind students liked to study with normal friends.
They were able to express their ideas in group working and control

themselves within the rules.
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
