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ABSTRACT

Purpose :

The purposes«of Bhis research are to survey the facts about
the scope, the charécteristics Sf fhe utilization, the problems and
the difficulties; the'opinion and the suggestions of teachers,
students and community resource pfficers, in order to make sugges-
tions for the improvement of the service and the utilization of
the community resources’ il -learning and teaching Geography in Lower

Secondary School.

Procedure

Three kinds of questiomuirwere sent te 30 Geography teachers,
300‘students iv 10 Jower rSecondary-Government, Sechools in Bangkok
and 10 communitty resource officers. Totélé are 340'$amples. The
coll rectedldata wasianalyzed by |means of ;percentage, mean_and
standard ‘deviation especially Rating Scale Questionnaire then tabu-

lated with explanations.

Conclusion

1. Every teacher and student has used some of the community

resources in learning and teaching Georgraphy.



2. The teaching aids from community resources that teachers
and students most widely used ﬁeré printed materials and films
while the least were filmstrips and Metiorological Departments, The
methods of utilization that they commonly used were to make furfher
studies from other places oﬁtside school and to see films from
Geogfaphical commuﬁity resources while the least were to interview
resource persons in the community. The methods of rendaring a gervice
that the community reéource officers most widely used were to give
explanations by telephonesand to give printed materials while the
least were to join ingthe debate.

3. Problems and diffiéulties that teachers and students o
commonly faced were that students had no disciplines and there
was only a small numner of teachers who would take care of so many
students. As for the invitation of guest speakers, the p?oblems
arose when the schools could not arrange & special hour for the
students to listen to them and also when the students had no dis- .
ciplines, For borrowing the audio visual aids, teachers had neither
time nor facilitiks to communicate ‘with communibty resources. Problems
that the community resource officérs commonly faced when giving
services were thab, teachers did not plan well about what-they wanted
the students to know, \

L4, The opinion of teachers, students, and the community
resource officers by average was generally that the community
resources were of great benmefit to the teaching of Geography because

they help the students to get understanding and gain wide experiences.

5. The suggestions of teachers, students and the community

resource officers Wefe that The Ministry of Education should hold
seminars for the teachers and give them the information printed .
materials. Teachers should have more opportunity to join in the
fieldtrips and in the exhibitions and to listen to the guest speakers.
The teachers shquld tell the commﬁnity résource officers what they
want to know and to see before going or taking the students to use

the community resources.

Suggestions

Téachers should be well-planned before going fo use any
community resources by surveying them. They should also study the
methods éf.utilization and point out the benefit that the students
will get from thg community resourees to the students. Then thgre
.should be an evaluation in order for the teachers to improve the
program.'Teachers should lLiave a fine relationship with everybody

and often survey new community resources.
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
