. The purposes of' this research were to studf the relationships
among the evaluation of /teaching effectiveness evaluated by themselves,
colleagues and students. To study absolute agreement and relative

instructors
apd colleagues toward the evaluation of teaching effectiveness. The
sdﬁple consisted 43 students'groups (831 students) and 43 colleagues
who evaluated 43 {nstructors'teaching effectiveness from 15 secondary
schools of Department of General Education of Ministry of Education in
Bangkok. The indtruments were The Teaching Effectiveness Rating Scale
and The Teaching Effectiveness'Questionnaire constructed by the
researchers The datal were lanalyzed by Multitrait-Multifusthod Matrices -
and analysis of variance of Multitrait-Multimethod Matrices, analysis
of varihncg of the mean of rating scores and post hoc test by Scheffe's
method, tested the significant one way relation of Pearson's correlation

of rating scores and analyzed the instructors and colleagues'opinions

by frequency, percentage and Chi square's test.



fj_ ' The research findings were as follows :

l. The results of teaching effectiveness evaluated by
theméelves,jéblleagues'and students by Campbell and Fiske's criterion
and analysis of variance of Multitrait-Multimethod Matrices showed
that Instructors and Students'Ratings were correlated with all traits
except Instructorg«S;udents Interaction. But Instructors~Students
Interaction and Instructors'Personality were correlated by Colleagues
and Students'Ratings. Instructors and Colleagues' Ratings were
corfelated with Instructors'Personality and Attitude of Instructors

 toward Sfudents and Subjects. All of Rating Scores were a little
discriminant validitys And Instructors'Ratings were less halo effect

than Students'Ratings @nd Colleagues'Ratings.

2. Instructors and Students!Ratings were absolute agreement
in items of‘Instructors'Persénalify, Academic Capacity and Instructors’
Measurement and Evaluation and relative agreement in items of
Instrqét&rs toward Students and Subjects and Teaching Ability.
Instructors and Colleagues' Ratings were absblute agreement in all
items and relative agreement in items,of Instructors'Personality.

And Colleagues\gnd Studénté'Ratings were absolute agreemént in items
pf_fnstructors'Pe;s;nality andirelative agreement in dtems of

Instructors=Students Interactions

3. Instfuctors and Colleagues'Opinions were no significant
difference toward the evaluation of teaching effectiveness. They agreed
that the evaluation of teaching was usefulness to improving their
teaching and administrative of studying and teaching. The variables to

evaluated were Good Organization of The Subject Matter and Course,



Students'Achievement and Instructors'Measurement and Evaluation. And
