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The objective of this resecarch is to, first of all, compare the
socialization process of students who stay with their families with the
socialization process of students who stay in orphanage institutions for
beys and gibls, also this research studies the effect of the socialization
process on the behavicr of the students and on the development of their

personalities.

The method used qin  thisystudy,was sthat jof, field research, The
nopulation on sample zontained 35 teachers, 150 fathers, mothers or
~vardians,“and150 stuientss The (samplestudents were-randomly selected

f-om Ban Rajavitee Juvenile Imstitution, Ban Packred Juvenile Institution

and 5 HMetropolitan Schocls.

The statistical m=asures applied in this study included the t-test
for comparing the socialization methods used by parents with those employed
by tcachers; the test cohcerning proportion, method for analyzing the

probi am-solving techniquee axercised by parents and teachers; and Pearson's:



Product Moment Coefficient of Correlation for the investigation of the

relationship between child development and strict or non-strict methods of

socialization.

The study revealed that in the normal family life where the socialization
process was conducted by parents or the guardians the method of socialization J
for problem and non—probiem children were not different. The problem child
who used to stay with their family but later on had been sent to stay in an

institution received simdle8r mopal training but their training in social

behavicr, hyciene, indépendence and achievement were different.

For the non-prcblem children who stayed with the family and the problem
chilé who had been sent o stay in a juvenile institution (orphanage) the
study found that the methods of socialization were different. The method
that the parents used for the preblem ehild however was the rewards and

punishment method which was the same as that used by the authorities of the

institutions.

From the study of the development process of the problem children
who stayed with their families outside the institutions and who had been
trained either in s¥riét ép ficnstrict “Eechnigues), <the researcher found that
the socialization|process in every aspect seemed to bring about satisfactory

resultes in.children’s persbnalities and thelr behavior.

For the problem children who stayed in the institutions and had been
trained in strict techniques the results revealed that the method used for
training the children in independence, development and their achievements
had little effect on the children‘’s development, but the method used to

train the children about their morals, hygiene and their educational

development seemed to have good effect on their personalities development and
behaviors. TFor the problem childrer who had been trained previocusly in a non
strict techniques the yesuylss of this research suggested that this method of
socialization process seemed to achieve satisfactory results for the child's

development.

Since children are important to thesnation it is necessary that they
grew up into an adult with a sense of responsibility for their own lives and
families and society. The peseavcher suggests that all those concerned with
the children suchlas pavents . teachers; guardians and social wcrkers etc....
should try to help by givipe @1l the ehildren love and care, which in turn
is the best thing to give good morals and healthy bodies to the children
and assist them in having 2 good future with good opportunities as well as

make them good citizens in the community.
