Numerous studies have been done on the knowledge and
attitude of nurses and other health care professionals
towards AIDS patients. One such study among nursing faculty,
under- graduate and _grad '}f ursing students and dental
hygiene students S &;lty and graduate students
i and behavioral intentions,

showed the most

Result of the study indicated that,
although knowledge about AIDS in some areas couid increase,

educational strategies are needed for improving attitude
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towards AIDS patients and creating a greater willingness to

participate'in their care (19).

Early studies of nurses, knowledge on AIDS and

attitude towards person AIDS showed that knowledge was

often inaccurate and the attitude was

sometimes nega he disease and its

transmissibilit( \ 1ng concern of nurses.

patients. Idster and Bear‘ed conducted a study on baccalaureate
nurs%wqmmqu%ﬂ Hvﬁ:ﬁ E}DS to explore
their inowledge, fear, beliefs and attitudes regarding AIDS.
They found that students with a high fear score were less
willing to care for AIDS patients, had higher knowledge scores

and were more homophobic while 96.6% of the students felt that
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AIDS patient are entitled to the same care as any other

o

patient. 49% preferred not to care for AIDS patients. 36%

thought nursing students should not be assigned to care for

AIDS patients (9).
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
