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This research has the objective to first, survey the operative beliefs of
Bangkok teachers and find out what drew them to their chosen occupation, and
secondly, to determine why said motives and opinions are sustained. The specific
motivation being sought is the Buddhist concept of wztthayadana Alms of
Knowledge.
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
